A blend of Furmint, Muscat and Kabar grape varieties - elegant with smooth acidity
and spicy spinning in taste. Kabar and a portion of Furmint was matured in oak which
resulted in giving round body and serious character to the wine. Muscat and the
Furmint stayed in tanks to keep the crispy and fresh notes. Serve it chilled on 8-10C
with poultry or fish dishes.
