Pale straw with green highlights. Lemon grass, lime peel and elderflower, with
background notes of white currant and red pepper. Medium-bodied with white peach,
gooseberry and citrus flavours, and a dry mineral finish. Very enjoyable when young
and fresh, will age gracefully with careful cellaring. Perfect with fresh, leafy green
salads, seafood of all types and dishes with lifted, aromatic herbs.

Named after a 19th-century explorer’s ship, Astrolabe is Simon and Jane Waghorn’s
voyage into winemaking exploration in New Zealand’s Marlborough region and is
now 100% family-owned. The family-owned estate is rightly celebrated for wines that
express the variety of their soil and the nuances of their terroir: from the Wairau and
Awatere Valleys to the Kekerengu Coast. Astrolabe wines reflect the Waghorn’s
innovative treatment of specific parcels and winemaking process to capture
undiscovered qualities of individual grape varieties, resulting in some of the most
pure and elegant wines from the region.
